RCMP SAYS THEY HAVE NO RECORDS TO


SUPPORT NWEST STATISTICS ON GUN SMUGGLING








January 5, 2005 – BREITKREUZ’S ATI REQUEST TO THE RCMP





On December 19, 2004, the Edmonton Sun reported the following statements in a news article on page 4 [see link to complete article below]: "I'd say a small percentage of our crime guns got here by being smuggled up from the U.S. - maybe 10% to 20%," said Det. Rick Buckley, the Edmonton Police Service officer attached to the National Weapons Enforcement Support Team (NWEST). "The rest are all domestic. Some of them are stolen, but the black market is the more important factor." But even in Toronto, which has seen an explosion of gun violence in recent years, only 24% of traceable crime guns seized by police in 2003 originated in the U.S. The rest were Canadian guns, stolen from private homes or manufacturers.

“NWEST does not know the number of Crime Guns seized in Canada because they are seized by the police department of jurisdiction or department agencies in the application of the Criminal Code or other Acts of Parliament and could also include provincial legislation.  There is currently no requirement for reporting these firearms to NWEST.  NWEST will only provide factual information that is in its possession or produced in part or entirely by NWEST.


(1) the total number of Crime Guns seized


NWEST does not have the number of Crime Guns seized in Edmonton or other parts of Canada because the police department of jurisdiction seizes them.  There is currently no requirement for reporting these firearms to NWEST.


(2) the total that were traceable including were they were traced to


NWEST, not having the information on the total number of Crime Guns seized in Canada or Edmonton specifically, cannot know if they were traceable or where they might have been traced.


(3) the reasons why the others were untraceable


NWEST, not having the information on the total number of Crime Guns seized in Canada or Edmonton specifically, cannot know the reasons why others were untraceable.
