January 29, 2004 – BREITKREUZ ATI REQUEST TO CFC





Please provide copies of reports showing:  (1) The number of gun owners in each province and territory that still have to obtain a firearms licence;  (2) The number of owners of previously-registered restricted and prohibited firearms that still have to obtain a valid firearms licence authorizing them to own the restricted and prohibited firearms your records show are still in their possession;  (3) The number of gun owners that sent in a “Letter of Intent” that still need to obtain a firearms licence; and (4) The number of gun owners that sent in a “Letter of Intent” that still haven’t registered their firearms.

February 20, 2004 – BREITKREUZ’S COMPLAINT TO INFORMATION COMMISSIONER





Please find attached copies of our original request dated January 29, 2004 and the CFC’s incomplete reply dated February 13, 2004 that we received on February 19, 2004.  We wish to complain that the CFC’s response failed to provide any data with respect to our question #1 and failed to provide the most current reports available with respect to our question #2.





Firearms Commissioner William Baker appeared before the Standing Committee on Justice admitting there were pockets of non-compliance across the country.  Under his direction, the CFC developed a National Compliance Program to address this major program failure.  In order to identify these pockets of non-compliance, Mr. Baker has to have reports showing where these pockets are including the estimated number of gun owners in each province and the number of gun owners in each province who have a valid firearms licence.  Their failure to provide this information demonstrates their lack of confidence in their original estimates of the number of gun owners in each province and territory and their embarrassment over their poor compliance rate nationally, regionally and provincially.





One of Mr. Baker’s biggest problems is the lack of compliance by the owners of previously registered firearms.  It is inconceivable that their most recent report on this colossal failure on re-registration is almost two years old.  Once again, they are covering up the errors of the old Restricted Weapon Registration System and their failure to correct those errors after spending a billion dollars and nine years of work by hundreds of bureaucrats. Parliament needs this information if we are going to stop the hemorrhaging of tax dollars into this two billion dollar sinkhole.





June 1, 2005 – CFC SENT REVISED REPLY – ATIP File: A-2003-0039





(2) As of 2005-05-10 there were 311,388 owners in the previous Restricted Weapons Registration System (RWRS) that owned 443,916 firearms in this same database.  Based on an automated query comparing owner information in the RWRS with licensed owner information in the Canadian Firearms Information System (CFIS), we can confirm that in matching the surname, 1st given name, 2nd given name and date of birth, we have found 54,986 exact matches (individuals from the RWRS that have a licence in the CFIS).  Client information cannot be matched on the remainder of the individuals at this time.  This issue will eventually be resolved through ongoing data quality control.
